stonehouse dog training club rules

1.
NAMES AND OBJECTS
The Club shall be called STONEHOUSE DOG TRAINING CLUB and it's objects shall be to unite devotees of dog training into one friendly body, and to protect the interest of such members, and their dogs.  To support other show committees, so as to have obedience classes at other societies' shows.

2.
MEMBERSHIP

The membership of the club shall be open to owners of dogs of any type, and membership shall be open and not confined to radius.  Annual membership, and weekly class fees, shall be determined at the AGM the Committee making a recommendation as to fees to be charged.  Junior members class fees shall be free of charge.

3.
OFFICERS AND COMMITTEE

The Club shall consist of PRESIDENT, HON SECRETARY, HON TREASURER, CHAIRMAN, VICE CHAIRMAN and CLUB MANAGER, and a Committee of 15, and an unlimited number of members.

4.
COMMITTEE

The management of the Club shall be in the hands of the officers of the Club and a Committee consisting of 15 members.  Members of the Committee shall be eligible for re-election every year.  Meeting of the Committee shall be held as often as deemed necessary, but at least every 2 months.  A quorum for a Committee meeting shall be 7 (seven).  The Committee shall have power to co-opt members onto the Committee in the event of positions becoming vacant between General Meetings.  Sub Committees may be formed at the discretion of the Officers of the General Committee.  Candidates for membership shall be invited and accepted on payment of annual subscription.

5.
LIST OF MEMBERS

The Club will make a list of members and their addresses available for inspection if so requested by the members of the Society or by the Kennel Club.

6.
VOTING RIGHTS

Each member shall be entitled to ONE vote immediately upon acceptance of membership fee being paid.  Postal votes/proxy votes are not allowed.  Voting shall be by a show of hands as decided by majority at a meeting.  In the case of joint membership ONE vote each per member of partnership.

7.
CLUB ASSETS

In the event of this Club being dissolved, or otherwise ceasing to exist as a Club, the disposal of the Club's assets will be approved by a GENERAL MEETING of the remaining members and the outcome of the meeting notified to the KENNEL CLUB.

7A
CLUB ACCOUNTS

A banking account shall be held with a reputable financial institution into which all revenue of the Club shall be paid and from which withdrawal shall only be made on the signatures of two of the following three officers CHAIRMAN, TREASURER, SECRETARY.  Also a high interest reserve account that allows transfers to and from the banking account authorized by two of the above signatories.    Two unqualified auditors will be appointed to audit the Club Accounts.
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8.
SUBSCRIPTIONS

The annual subscription shall be such an amount as agreed by members at the AGM and notified to the KENNEL CLUB.  No member whose subscription is unpaid is entitled to any of the privileges of Membership and if the Member shall fail to pay outstanding subscriptions by the second Tuesday in February his/her name shall be automatically erased from the register.  Acceptance back on the Register will be dependant upon a new application and payment of back arrears.

9.
EXPULSION OF MEMBERS

Any member who shall be suspended under Kennel Club Rule A42j (5) and/or any member whose dog(s) is/are disqualified under Kennel Club Rule A42j(9) shall ipso facto cease to be a Member of the Society for the duration of the suspension and/or disqualification.  If the conduct of any member shall, in the opinion of the Committee of the Society be injurious or likely to be injurious to the character or interests of the Society, the Committee of the Society may, at a meeting the notice convening which includes as an object consideration of the conduct of the member, determine that a Special General Meeting of the Society shall be called for the purpose of passing a resolution to expel him/her.  Notice of the Special General Meeting shall be sent to the accused Member, giving particulars of the complaint and advising the place, date and hour of the meeting and he/she may attend and offer an explanation.  If at the Meeting, a resolution to expel is passed by a two-thirds majority of the Members present and voting, his/her name shall forthwith be erased from the list of members, and he/she shall thereupon cease for all purposes to be a Member of the Society except that he/she may, within two calendar months from the date of such Meeting appeal to the Kennel Club upon and subject to such condition as the Kennel Club may impose.

10
FINANCIAL YEAR/ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

The financial year of the Club shall be from JANUARY 1st to DECEMBER 31st.  The AGM shall be held on the Tuesday immediately following Easter Monday.

11
ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING

A.
Nature of Business.


To receive the previous year's AGM minutes and balance sheet, to elect officers and to discuss 
any resolution duly placed on the Agenda of which notice has been given to the Hon 
Secretary.  No business shall be transacted at an AGM unless notice thereof appears on the 
Agenda with the exception of routine matters those of which in the opinion of the Chairman of 
the meeting are urgent.

B.
Notice of meeting.


Not less than twenty-one days notice to be given, notification to be posted on the Club notice 
board, and in the Stroud News and Journal.

C.
Notification of items.


Items will be required at least two weeks before the AGM forwarded to the Hon Secretary

D.
Circulation of Agenda.


Circulation of the Agenda will take place at the meeting.

11a
SPECIAL GENERAL MEETING

A Special General Meeting shall be summoned by the Hon Secretary if 15 (fifteen) members send a sign requisition stating the subject to be discussed and requesting a Special General Meeting to do so.  The Committee of the Club is also empowered to call a Special General Meeting.  No business other than that detailed on the AGENDA can be discussed at a Special General Meeting.  A minimum of fourteen days notice will be given to the Hon Secretary for a Special General Meeting to be called.  Notice of a Special General Meeting will be posted on the Club notice board.
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12
AMENDMENT TO RULES

The rules of the Club may not be altered except at an Annual General Meeting, the Agenda for which contains specific proposals to amend the rules.  Any proposed alterations to the rules may not be brought into effect until the Kennel Club has been advised and approved the alteration.

13
ANNUAL RETURNS TO THE KENNEL CLUB

The officers acknowledge that during the month of JANUARY each year, Maintenance of Title Fee will be forwarded to the KENNEL CLUB by the Hon Secretary for continuance of registration and that by the 31st July each year, other returns, as stipulated in the KENNEL CLUB REGULATION for the Registration and Maintenance of Title of Societies and Breed Councils and the Affiliation of Agricultural Societies and Municipal Authorities be forwarded to the KENNEL CLUB.  The officers of the club also acknowledge their duty to inform the KENNEL CLUB of any changes of SECRETARY of the Club which may occur during the course of the year.

14
TRAINERS AUTHORITY
A trainer taking any class shall have absolute authority to order any dog handler on the grounds as member and dog, or as visitor and dog, to leave the ground or hall, after giving the offending person/handler his/her reason, the trainer will then report his/her action at the next General Committee meeting.

15
INSURANCE
The Club shall ensure that an insurance policy is held covering all persons attending training classes meeting and or shows organized by STONEHOUSE DOG TRAINING CLUB.

16
DOGS HEALTH
The club shall advise all members that their dog(s) must have had their first vaccinations or homeopathic equivalent before being able to attend Club training sessions.  No member should bring their dog(s) to any Club function when showing any signs of illness.
17
COURT OF APPEAL

The KENNEL CLUB shall be final court of appeal in all matters of dispute
18
STONEHOUSE DOG TRAINING CLUB shall not join any federation of societies or clubs.
19
No person whilst an un-discharged bankrupt may serve on the Committee of or hold any other office or appointment within a Kennel Club Registered Society.
